FREE RIDES FOR CIRCUIT BREAKER DISABLED PASSENGERS 

Effective Friday, October 24, 2008, any person with a disability enrolled in the State of Illinois Circuit Breaker program may ride the Rockford Mass Transit District fixed route buses for free provided they have their RMTD Disabled Free Ride photo ID card.  

In order to obtain an RMTD photo ID, a person must first enroll in the Circuit Breaker program and meet Circuit Breaker eligibility requirements.  If an enrollee meets the requirements, they will receive a yellow postcard in the mail from the State of Illinois.  Upon receiving this postcard, enrollees must bring the yellow postcard along with one other form of photo ID and $2.00 to the RMTD Transfer Center, located at 501 W. State during the hours of 9:00 am and 3:00 p.m. Monday thru Fridays.  RMTD staff will issue the RMTD Disabled Free Ride card which passengers must show to the drivers every time they wish to ride RMTD’s fixed route system for free.  Free rides are for the RMTD fixed route service only.  The free ride program does not extend to passengers using RMTD’s paratransit service.
